Mational Bank of the Republic of Belarus

With a view to promoting efficient cooperation in the
sphere of enhancing financial literacy of the population of
the Republic of Belarus, Visa International Service
Association (hercinafter referred 10 as "Visa*),
represented by Mr. Rene Ho, Executive Director of Visa
APCEMEA, and the National Bank of the Republic of
Belarus (hereinafter referred to as “the National Bank™,
represented by Mr. Sergey V. Dubkov, Deputy Chairman
of the Board, acting on the grounds of Power of Attormey
Mo. 11-10/476 dated Movember 8, 2010, hereinafier
jointly referred to as the Parties, declare their intentions of
promoting further cooperation and agree as follows:

Article 1. SUBJECT OF THE MEMORANDUM
1.1. The subject of this Memorandum shall be
cooperation in the sphere of enhancing financial literacy
of the population in the Republic of Belarus.

1.2, For the purpose of implementing this
Memorandum, the Parties shall identify the following
areas of mutual cooperation:

1.2.1  in the area of implementation of the programs for
financial literacy among population in the Republic of
Belarus;

1.2.2. taking joint actions to encourage and raise
financial awareness among households of the Republic of
Belarus,

1.2.3. sharing experience and knowledge gained by the
Parties in the corresponding areas of activities through
participation of the Parties’ representatives in the
seminars, conferences, business forums, and other events
organized by either Party; and

1.2.4. any other areas of cooperation as agreed upon
between the Parties.

Article 2. INTENTIONS OF THE PARTIES
2. For the purpose of implementing this Memorandum,
the Parties shall, as mutually agreed from time to time:
2.1. cooperate in the implementation of the arrangements
for enhancing financial literacy of the population in the
Republic of Belarus;
2.2. cooperate to share positive experience in the sphere
of financial literacy; and
2.3. cooperate to introduce efficient models and methods
of enhancing financial literacy of the population in the
Republic of Belarus.

Article 3. INTERACTION OF THE PARTIES
3.1. In implementing this Memorandum the Parties shall
be governed by legislation of the Republic of Belarus,
generally accepted rules and -standards of international
law, and international treaties in force and shall interact
on the principles of equal rights, openness, and integrity.

3.2. The Parties shall cooperate in the fulfillment of the
terms and conditions of this Memorandum through their
authorized representatives deélepated to address raised
issues and take joint actions.

3.3. The Parties shall guarantee that confidential
information transferred to each other will not be
disclosed and/or transferred to the third party, unless

3.4. For the purpose of discharging obligations under this
Memorandum, the Parties may enter into scparate
agreements in accordance with the procedure and on the
terms as determined by the Parties.

Article 4. MISCELLANEOUS
4.1. This Memorandum shall not impose any financial or
other obligations on the Parties, except for confidentiality
obligations imposed by paragraph 3.3 hereof.

4.2. Disputes and differences between the Partics over the
issues concerning the scope of this Memorandum shall be
resolved through negotiations or consultations between
the Parties.

4.3. Modifications and amendments to this Memorandum
shall be made in writing and signed by authorized
representatives of the Parties and shall form an integral
part of this Memorandum.

4.4. This Memorandum shall become effective upon its
signature by both Parties and shall be wvalid wnuil
termination thereof by both’ Parties by mutual consent or
at either. Party’s will upon 30 calendar day prior notice to
the other Party.

4.5, Cancellation of this Memorandum shall not result in
termination of separate agreements reached between Visa
and the National Bank pursuant 1o paragraph 3.4 hereof.

4.6. This Memorandum is drawn up in two copies each in
Russian and English, one copy for each Party. The
English language wversion prevails over the Russian
language version.

4.7. Mo public statements connected with activity under

this Memorandum shall be made by either Party without
the prior written consent of the other Party.
